Departure from USA

Priory and St. Mary’s church to learn about the historic 

importance of this spiritual center of Celtic Christianity.

Durham

Today we will head to the famed college town of Durham for a 

sightseeing tour. We’ll stroll through the old city and along the banks 

of the River Wear before touring the UNESCO-recognized Durham 

Cathedral where St. Cuthbert and St. Bede still rest within their 

saintly shrines, a rare occurrence for English saints. Afterward, we 

will explore the cathedral treasury and view the relics of St. Cuthbert, 

including his gold and garnet pectoral cross.
